Carlos Gómez Florentin, Ph.D candidate, Dept. of History, SUNY Stony Brook, NY 11794; and Professor at three Paraguay Universities-- Universidad Nacional de Asunción, Universidad Católica de Asunción and the Colegio de Asunción.  Campus Lecture: “Trans-nationalizing the Dam: the Unanticipated Consequences of the Itaipú Dam in the Making of the Upper Paraná Region (1957-1992).”  His research also includes the planning, construction and development of the Itaipú Dam and its regional impact on commerce, trade and quality of life of those working/living nearby. Kemy Oyarzún, Professor, Universidad de Chile; Founder and Director, MA Program in Gender and Culture Studies, School of Humanities; and Professor in the Dept. of Hispanic Literatures, School of Humanities, Universidad de Chile.  From 1981-1995, Oyarzún was professor in the Dept. of Spanish and Portuguese, at UC Riverside. She was chair of the department 1988-1990. Her research on “Cordel Literature” used the archive of Brazilian literature of social poetry and cultural commentary, its printed exemplars of social commentary and the original woodcuts used by artisans to create the covers.  She also assessed the relationship between the populist movements in Chile and Brazil with regard to mass mobilization and the specific concept of populism of the Partido dos Trabalhadores in Brazil and the Unidad Popular in Chile.
